Meeting was called to order at 9:40 a.m. by President Chris Myers.  

Present: Chris Myers, Jeff Myers, Betty Demus, Jack Chandler, Jennifer Myers, Jill Pestana, Nancy Rickheim

Minutes were not taken at the last meeting which was mostly volunteer recognition.

Treasurer’s Report (Jeff Myers):  
1. The current balance for Music Boosters is $1378.69 see attached report for expenditures.  The report was approved by those present after a motion by Jack Chandler and second by Jennifer Myers to accept the treasurer’s report without amendments.
2. Reimbursement requests – Terri Sides submitted request for reimbursement of substitute teacher costs dated January and April 2006.  Requests were both for JMS:  Regional Honor Choir = $19.75 and KCMEA = $34.24.  After discussion it was agreed the Boosters would redirect payment to either JMS or the district since the expense was not authorized by the group.
3. Transportation costs to east Bakersfield High for a choir festival for $258.43 were approved after a motion by Jack Chandler and second by Nancy Rickheim.

Committee Reports

1. A recycling coordinator is needed.  This past year $990.10 was collected through recycling efforts.

2. There are currently fifty (30) CDs available for purchase and another twenty (20) cases which need CDs.  

3. The awards presentation went well.  Scholarships were given to four students.  Two “Thank You” cards have been received from students.  There was a special thanks to Jack Chandler for donating additional scholarship funds.

4. Officer Nominations – Jack Chandler motioned Betty Demus be elected to office of president and work with boosters to get additional officers.  The motions were approved after a second by Nancy Rickheim.

NEW BUSINESS
1. Band Banner (Jill Pestana) – Jill presented a proposed banner design to the music boosters for approval.  The average cost for the banner is $485 but the band would like to have a larger, nylon banner with a moderate design of three (3) colors.  Added to the costs would be an aluminum pole of seven feet ($60) or eight feet ($69).  The current request is for $800 to cover any unexpected costs.  Jack Chandler motioned the Boosters authorize $700 in advance for the purchase of this banner.  The motion was seconded by Betty Demus and approved by those present.
2. Band Instrument Request (Nancy Rickheim) – The band is requesting two sets of bells for $300 each.  The bells can be obtained through Lee’s House of Music in time for the Mountain Festival parade.  A motion was made by Jeff Myers and seconded by Jack Chandler to purchase one set of bells before being approved by those present.

3. Dawn Blackburn has requested the purchase of padding for drum shoulder harnesses.  She does not know what the costs would be for this purchase.  Jeff Myers donated pipe insulation for this need.

Other 

Jack Chandler and Chris Myers are to take care of 501 tax information for Boosters.  It will take approximately $500 for an outside organization to complete.
